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Dear Fast Food Companies,

As fast food workers and members of the community united through our
union, the California Fast Food Workers Union, SEIU, we are calling on
fast food companies, including you, to make your stores safe for your
customers and workers like us. We are deeply concerned about the
Federal government’s violent disregard for the constitution in its tactics
at worksites and in our communities, where masked agents have
detained working people based on their skin color, the jobs that they do
and language they speak.

An atmosphere of fear has permeated every aspect of our lives -- many
of us are afraid to go to work, pray in our houses of worship, visit the
small businesses that serve our communities and send our kids to
summer camps at parks that have been taken over with military
theatrics. This environment of fear is harming our families, threatening
our livelihoods and ultimately hurting businesses like yours.

In this moment of extreme terror and intimidation, we’re asking you to
take action to keep workers, customers and the communities you serve
safe. We have the opportunity to demonstrate how responsible
corporate citizens and working people can work together to ensure our
lives and businesses are not interrupted during this unique and perilous
moment in history.

We are calling on you to take the following actions to make your stores
safer and more effective for everyone:

o Implement the Constitutional Pledge to Protect California
Workers’ Rights, which lays out steps for keeping ICE and other
Federal agents from going where they are legally not allowed,
protect workers’ privacy and ensure workers’ safety.

o Ensure workers and managers are trained in complying with the
Pledge.

o Support legislation establishing annual workers’ know-your-rights
training programs provided by trusted, independent trainers in the
restaurants you operate or franchise across California, including
the programs fast food workers are advocating for in Los Angeles
and Santa Clara County.

In the face of the government’s cruel tactics -- which the head of the
California Restaurant Association called “disruptive immigration

enforcement activities that strike fear in immigrant families regardless of their
status”, we remain united, stronger than ever. We can not and will not remain silent
while working people, born in the US and abroad, have been disappeared to
detention facilities and denied attorneys. We stand by our friends, neighbors and
family members who have been pushed to the ground, thrown into vans, locked up
or lost their lives during a chaotic raid or in custody. We believe that many of these
actions violate the Constitution and tear at the fabric of the values we hold dear:
liberty and justice for all.

We ask you to join with us and proudly commit to respecting and protecting our
rights at work and everyone’s rights under the Constitution.

You depend on us to feed your customers and make your stores successful, and we
depend on you to earn the living we need to care for our families. You can be a
leader in the industry and ensure the on-the-job safety of the cooks and cashiers
who work in the stores you operate and those you franchise. Together we can
protect the business we all depend on.

We look forward to working with you to take meaningful action to protect your

company’s workers and customers.
